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Berne was aware that the Seminars were not only developing a new theoretical  and
practical model of psychotherapy but also a “culture” and an organization. 
I think that EATA, with its 7500 members from 27 European countries, is well inter-
preting important aspects of the Bernian cultural legacy: professionalism without for-
getting the importance of having good relationships and enjoying what we do, soci-
al and ethical sensitiveness, serious training and accreditation system without falling
into the exclusiveness of a close club…I could continue.    

However, the questions that Berne was posing to himself , when creatively develo-
ping Transactional Analysis, are still the same for us in 2010? 

This conference will be a wonderful place where we will have the chance to meet,
to talk, to discuss and to enjoy in the spirit of openness and inclusiveness that Berne
was modelling.
